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NOTES ON THE READINGS

Isaiah 65: 1-9

Isaiah 56-66 contains materials addressed to Israel after their return from the
Babylonian exile, when the great promises of Isaiah 4055 have not yet been
fulfiled and when the community faces bitter internal strife and seems
unresponsive to God's gracious deliverance. The lectionary has a surprising
number of readings from this section. God's open invitation to God's people is
expressed in vv 1-3a. God invites even when we show no interest in being invited,
God seeks us when we do not seek God. God'dove contradicts our hostility: God
holds out his hands to a people who provoke him continually. The specifics of the
people's sins in vw 3b-5 are time specific in the ancient setting: practicing
syncretistic worship, offering offensive incense (!), spending the night in tombs ,
eating pork, and practicing a holier than thou attitude. Verses 6 -7 pose the great
dilemma. A just and righteous God has no alternative. God must repay people for
their iniquities. God cannot keep silent. Verses 89--continuing actually through v
16--show God's great "nevertheless." Despite all of these human provocations, God
is not willing to throw out the whole "cluster.” God will bring descendants from
Jacob. God's words of acceptance refer to his audience as his "chosen.'God's
servants will indeed settle in Jerusalem. Verse 16addressesGod's acceptance of
his servants. People will take oaths by the God of faithfulness, or they will swear
by the God of faithfulness. The former troubles are forgotten --our only hope is in a
forgetful God --and they are hidden from my sight.

Galatians 3: 23end

There were some teachers in Galatia who claimed that a convert to Christianity
must first embrace Judaism, that a Christian must observe Mosaic law. Paul wrote
this letter to rebut this argument, to insist that one comes into union with God
through faith in Christ, and not through ritual observances. This book is a charter
of Christian liberty; it was instrumental in transforming Christianity from a sect of
Judaism into a world rel igion. Galatia is in central Turkey, and was settled soon
after 300 BC by Celts. In 25 BC, the province of Galatia was extended southwards.
(Modern-day Ankara is in Galatia.) Some Jewish Christians have visited Galatia
and argued that a right relationship with God comes through Mosaic law, but Paul

Three gospels in the New Testament offer similar portraits of the life of Jesus; Luke
is the third of them. Its author, traditionally Luke the physician who accompanied
Paul on some of his missionary journeys, draws on three sources: Mark {ia
Matthew), a collection of sayings (known as Q for Quelle, German for source) and
his own source. It is a gospel that emphasizes God's love for the poor, the
disadvantaged, minorities, outcasts, sinners and lepers. Women play a more
prominent part than in the other gospels. Luke never uses Semitic words; this is
one argument for thinking that he wrote primarily for Gentiles.

Jesus and his disciples arrive in Gerasa a city some 30 km east of the Jordart in
Gentile territory.

Missa Sancti Nicolai ¢+ Franz Joseph Haydn (1732- 1809)

The St Nicholas Mass was written in 1772 while Haydn was Kapellmeister to the

Tomkins was born in St David's in Pembrokeshire . His father was also a musician,
EwWYDPEEUWET OUEOwWOIT wUi 1 wEEUT 1 EUEOQWOI w20 w#l
brothers were musicians as well, but none attained the fame of Thomas. In 1596 he
was appointed as a choral instructor at Worcester Cathedral. Most likely he
studied with William Byrd for a time in London, for he dedicated a madrigal to
him as his teacher. He became a Gentleman Ordinary of the Chapel Royal
sometime before 1620, senior organistin 1625, but appears to have withdrawn
from the post in about 1628. Apparently he was still employed by Worcester
Cathedral for the next two decades, but when the city was captured by
parliamentary forces in 1646, during the Civil War, he lost his job. Music, to the
victorious side, was anathema (with t he exception of the singing of metrical
psalms); the Worcester Cathedral organ, which Tomkins had commissioned in
1612,was destroyed and the choir disbanded. Tomkins, a broken man, moved in
with his son, and left a lovely commentary on events in the piece A Sad Pavan for
these distracted times. The piece would have done nicely for the nineteen forties too
had Hitler invaded England. Worcester was chosen to be the seat of an evacuated
government; the War Cabinet, along with Winston Churchill and some 16 ,000civil
servants would have moved to Hindlip Hall, now the Headquarters of West
Mercia Police, and Parliament would have met in Stratford -upon-Avon.
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Ave verum ¢ Peter Philips (c. 1560t 1628)

Philips was born in Devonshire or possibly London. From 1572 to 1578 hewas a
boy chorister at St Paul's Cathedral in London, under the aegis of the Catholic
master of choristers, Sbastian Westcote,who had also trained the young William
Byrd some twenty years earlier. Philips must have had a close relationship with his
master, as he lodged in his house up to the time of Westcote's death, and was a
beneficiary of his Will. In 1582 Philips left England for good, like so many others
for reasons of his Catholicism, and stayed briefly in Flanders before travelling to
Rome where he entered the service of Alessandro Cardinal Farnese, with whom he
stayed for three years, and was also engaged as organist at te English Jesuit
College. It was here that in February 1585 he met a fellow Catholic &ile, Thomas,
Lord Paget. Philips entered Paget's service as a musician, and the two left Rome in
March 1585, travelling over several years to Genoa, Madrid, Paris, Brus®ls and
Antwerp, where Paget died in 1590. Philips settled in Antwerp, where he married
and lived precariously teaching the virginals to children. But i n 1593 he went to
Amsterdam to meet the great organist and composer Sweelinck. On his way
home, Philips was accused ofcomplicity in a plot on Queen Elizabeth's life, and he
was imprisoned at the Hague, where he composed the aptly named galliard
PDolorosoz PBhilips translated the accusations made against him during his trial,
revealing that he could speak Dutch, which so impressed his accusers hewas
acquitted and released without further charges. His fortunes took a turn for the
better on his return, and in 1597 he was employed in Brussels as organist to the
chapel of Albert VII, Archduke of Austria , who had been appointed governor of
the Low Countries in 1595. Here he was ordained priest and received the canonries
of Soignies and Béthune. Brussels has long been a place of refuge for church
OUUPEPEOUwWPT OQwi EOOwi OGUOwWOI wE U Uglish ddnpases w( OQw/ T B O
John Bull fled there after he was accused of adultery and in more recent years it
became the place of refuge for SisterJeanine Deckers better-known as The Singing
Nun.

Jan PieterszoonSweelinck was the eldest son of Peter Swybbertszoon, organist of
the Oude Kerk in Amsterdam, and Elske Jansdochter Sweeling His teacherswere
Cornelis Boskoop, Jan Willemszoon Lossy, Floris van Adrichem, and Claas
Albrechtszoon van Wieringen. He married someone called Claesgen Dircxdochter
Puyner van Medemblik in 1590 U T E Uz Dwtéth @ahés # Edd The composer
most probably spent his entire life in Amsterdam, only occasionally visiting other

cities in connection with his professional activities: he was asked to inspect organs,
give opinions and advice on organ building and restoration, etc. Sweelinck's
longest trip was to Antwerpen in 1604, when he was commissioned by the
Amsterdam authorities to buy a harpsichor d for the city. No documents were
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found to support a long -standing rumour first recounted by Mattheson that
Sweelinck visited Venice - although his brother, the painter Gerrit Sweling did -
and similarly there is no evidence that he ever crossed the English Channel. His
popularity as a composer, performer and teacher increased steadily during his
lifetime. Contemporaries nicknamed him Orpheus of Amsterdam and the city
authorities frequently brought important visitors to hear his improvisations.
Sweelinck represents the highest development of the Dutch keyboard school. Some
of his innovations were of profound musical importance, including the fugue | he
was the first to write an organ fugue which began simply, with one subject,
successively adding texture and complexity until a final climax and resolution, an
idea which was perfected at the end of the Baroque era byJ. SBach
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
