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NOTES ON THE READINGS  

 

Isaiah 66: 10-14 

Everything about this final chapter of Isaiah heralds God's sovereignty. From the 
opening portrait of God as the cosmic king, who sits enthroned in heaven with feet 
propped on the earth (66:1; cf. 63:15), to the concluding announcement of a 
divinely -wrough t "new heavens and new earth" in which all flesh will worship 
God (66:22-23), God commands center stageɭlarger than life, all powerful, and 
awe-inspiring. The prophet's relentless insistence that God reigns supreme renders 
comparatively insignificant any o ther claim to ultimate importance, whether from 
the Temple ("what is the house that you would build for me?," 66:1), certain 
believers ("they chose what did not please me," 66:4), or political powers ("I am 
coming to gather all nations and tongues," 66:18).  

God's sudden and unexpected deliverance turns lament into joy (verses 10-11). The 
verb "to rejoice" frames the lectionary text (verses 10, 14) and, as if to pull every last 
person up from the dust, the prophet unleashes a string of imperativesɭusing 
thr ee different verbsɭto summon the community to celebration ("rejoice...be 
glad...rejoice in her rejoicing..," verse 10). Repetition of "all" contributes to the sense 
of comprehensiveness: not a single one who loves Jerusalem need mourn any 
longer. Moreover,  the celebration enlivens the joyful, who now nurse until 
satisfied, slurp until refreshed from Jerusalem's "comforting" (nhm, verse11; cf. 
verse13) breast; the prophet's frequent use of the labial letter "m" in verse 11b 
evokes the sound of contentment. Imagery of milk merges with water as the 
prophet reveals God's promise for comfort and wellbeing (verses 12-14; cf. Isa 40:1; 
49:13). Like a river, God will send shalom ("peace")ɭa broad term that prophet 
pairs with the parallel phrase "the wealth of nation s" (verse 12). As Isaiah testifies 
elsewhere, the restoration of Israel disrupts socioeconomic realities so that an 
abundance of the finest goods streams to Zion (e.g., 60:4-16; 61:5). And, as the 
world turns toward Jerusalem, God turns as well, speaking d irectly and personally 
of great comfortɭ"you will nurse, you will be carried, you will be dandled" (verse 
12b). The parental and playful images culminate in a threefold assurance of 
"comfort" (nhm): as does a motherɭas does Zionɭso God will comfort you (ve rse 
13; cf. verse 11). God's comfort transforms the community and the world, for even 
as the faithful witness God's power and renew their strength, "it is known," 
presumably by everyone, that God stands with them (verse 14). 

 

Galatians 6: 7-16  

There were some teachers in Galatia who claimed that a convert to Christianity 
must first embrace Judaism, that a Christian must observe Mosaic law. Paul wrote 
this letter to rebut this argument, to insist that one comes into union with God 
through faith i n Christ, and not through ritual observances. This book is a charter 
of Christian liberty; it was instrumental in transforming Christianity from a sect of 
Judaism into a world religion. Galatia is in central Turkey, and was settled soon 
after 300 BC by Celts. In 25 BC, the province of Galatia was extended southwards. 
(Modern -day Ankara is in Galatia.) Paul has written that we are called to freedom, 
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but not licentiousness (5:15). He calls on the Galatians to live by, and be guided by, 
the Spirit (5:25).

Luke 10: 1-11, 16-20  

Three gospels in the New Testament offer similar portraits of the life of Jesus; Luke 
is the third of them. Its author, traditionally Luke the physician who accompanied 
Paul on some of his missionary journeys, draws on three sources: Mark (via 
Matthew), a collection of sayings (known as Q for Quelle, German for source) and 
his own source. It is a gospel that emphasizes God's love for the poor, the 
disadvantaged, minorities, outcasts, sinners and lepers. Women play a more 
prominent part than in the other gos pels. Luke never uses Semitic words; this is 
one argument for thinking that he wrote primarily for Gentiles. As Jesus has sent 
out the twelve disciples on a missionary journey within Israel. he now sends others

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NOTES ON THE MUSIC  

 

Collegium Regale ɬ Herbert Howells (1892 -1983) 

Howells was born in Lydney, Gloucestershire and was a boyhood friend of fellow 
composer Ivor Gurney. His father was an amateur organist, and the boy showed 
early musical promise, but all very nearly came to naught when in 1915 he was 
diagnosed with Graves' disease and given six months to live.  A pioneering doctor 
decided to take a chance on an untested therapy, and Howells became the first 
person in Britain to receive radium treatment , which saved his life.  Having  
studied with Herbert Brewer, organist of Gloucester Cathedral , he went to the 
Royal College of Music and was taught by Stanford and Wood. In his twenties and 
thirties he composed much orchestral and chamber music, including two piano 
concertos; the second concerto, however, was poorly received and for a while he 
composed nothing. The death of his son Michael in 1935 unleashed a new period of 
creativity, and although not an orthodox Christia n, he became increasingly 
identified with the composition of religious music, most notably the Hymnus 
Paradisi. Howells is particularly known for his Ang lican church music, including 
Evensong settings for the choirs of St. Paul's and Gloucester Cathedrals, among 
many others. We hear this morning the Gloria, Sanctus and Agnus Dei from his 
celebrated Service for King's College Cambridge, composed between 1945 and 
1950. Howells has a tenuous connection to this church; he was godfather to the 
cellist Julian Lloyd-Webber, whose grandfather sang in our choir.

He 
attended the Paris Conservatiore and studied the organ with Marcel Dupré, taking 
first prize for  Organ and Improvisation.  He was appointed organist of Saint-
Nicholas de Maisons Lafitte in Paris in 1935, and remained there for four years. He 
also played regularly at the Rue Notre -Dame-de-Nazareth synagogue, where the 
only known recording of his playing ɬ a six-minute improvisation ɬ was made in 
1938. His compositional  output was influenced not only by t he musical language of 
Debussy and Messiaen but also by an interest in the culture of the Far East, 
baroque music and jazz.  Alain was an enthusiastic motorcyclist and became a 
dispatch rider in the 8th motorised armour division of the French Army. On June  
20th, 1940, he was assigned to reconnoitre the German advance on the eastern side 
of Saumur and encountered a group of German soldiers at Le Petit-Puy. Coming 
around a curve, and hearing the approaching tread of the Germans, he abandoned 
his motorcycle and engaged the enemy with his carbine, killing sixteen of them 
before being killed himself. He was posthumously awarded the Croi x de Guerre 
for his bravery, and was buried, by the Germans, with full military honours.  

Maurice Duruflé  wrote a musical tribute to Jehan Alain with his Prélude et Fugue 
sur l'nom d'A.L.A.I.N op. 7 for organ. 
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
