Jesus Christ maketh the whole… 

If you should decide to go on a trip to Nottingham and are unlucky 
enough to get knocked down by a corporation omnibus don’t 
expect to be succoured in your hospital bed by encouraging 
passages from Scripture. It was announced this week that the city’s 
Hospital Trust plans to remove Gideon Bibles from bedside lockers 
in the interests of health and safety. Apparently Gideon Bibles are 
not only hard to clean, and therefore pose the risk of infection, 
they also infringe the Trust’s policy of ensuring bedside areas are 
tidy and "clutter-free". Perhaps army bomb disposal experts should 
be recalled from Afghanistan to make sure these hazardous  articles 
are disposed of safely – or perhaps it would be better simply to 
close Nottingham’s hospitals altogether in the interests of patient 
care. 

Lest in our anxiety we overreact, perhaps we should examine the 
Trust’s concerns about Gideon Bibles more closely. According to a 
statement released last week, its aim is to reduce the rates of 
transmission of superbugs such as Clostridium difficile and MRSA, 
an entirely laudable aim but one which might be more readily 
achieved by employing more effective hospital cleaners with the 
resources to do their jobs properly. And if printed matter really 
poses such a health risk, then surely patients’ Hellos! and Daily 
Mails and Homes and Gardens should be heaped on the same 
bonfire? Why not their medical notes?  

I don’t suppose the Trust it is run by a cadre of puritanical atheists 
determined to purge its hospitals of the infectious blandishments 
of superstition – apparently prayer mats are available from the 
Multi Faith Room’s Resources Cupboard – but I wonder if there’s a 
short-sightedness here, a short-sightedness which fails to give due 
recognition to the importance of faith, not only to individual 
patients but in the care of the sick generally.  Care, rather than 
treatment, is about more than bacteria and vectors of infection; it 
involves an awareness of a patient’s humanity, a patient’s 
wholeness, not simply as a bearer of medical and managerial 
problems, but as a person with hopes and fears and needs and 
desires, the kind of person Scripture, for all its obscurity, 
understands and addresses. If I was run over by the corporation 
omnibus, what would I prefer beside me as I lay on my hospital 
bed?  A leaflet explaining the ‘Trust-wide infection prevention and 
control programme’? Or ‘The Lord’s My Shepherd’?

RAPHAEL TAPESTRIES AT THE V&A 

To coincide with the visit of the Pope to London in September 
the Vatican has agreed to lend four of the ten tapestries 
designed by Raphael for the Sistine Chapel, including the 
“Magnificent Draught of Fishes”. They will be displayed beside 
Raphael’s seven surviving cartoons held by the V&A since 
1865, and reunited for the first time.  Free timed tickets 
available from 1st July from the Victoria and Albert Museum 
for the exhibition lasting six weeks from Wednesday 8th 
September. 

SUMMER FAMILY ACTIVITIES AT ST PAUL'S CATHEDRAL 

Interactive storytelling sessions, mosaic-making and art 
workshops will keep families entertained at St Paul’s Cathedral 
this summer. Visitors with children aged 4-12 years may pre- 
book storytelling sessions every Tuesday and Thursday 
afternoon from 2pm-4pm. They will run from 9th – 31st 
August. Children can have a go at designing their own stained 
glass window, making a mosaic design with real glass tiles and 
creating flying bird mobiles. Standard Cathedral admission 
charges apply for families. For Parish groups there is no 
admission charge – just a fee of £2 per child, adult helpers are 
free.
