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Another unedifying week for the Church of England, with news —or
should that be gossip — concerning the appointment of a new
Bishop of Southwark: poor old Jeffrey John, always the bridesmaid,
never the bride, seems to have been passed over again, although |
suspect the initiative originated not in the Deanery of St Albans but
somewhere south of the Thames. The deliberations, or something
like them, of the appointments panel were leaked last week and we
are left, once again, with the conservatives threatening to walk off
with their bat and their ball and the liberals sounding their
vuvuzelas of righteous indignation. Add to this the huffing and
puffing of General Synod about the process whereby women may
be consecrated as bishops and you may be forgiven for thinking
that a vocation to ministry within the Church of England looks
about as attractive as becoming a traffic warden in the City of
Westminster.

Sometimes | find these unedifying spectacles deeply discouraging;
but not this week, because | was so encouraged by events in
Norwich last Saturday. | was there, in the cathedral church, to see
the Lord Bishop ordain men and women as deacons, among them
David Oldham, occasionally of this parish. The ordination nearly
didn’t happen, not because
thwarp of indignant vuvuzelas, but because the ordination retreat,
which took place in crowded and bakingly hot convent off the
A143, had to be abandoned when a dozen of the participants were
stricken with a bug which | can only describe as explosive.
Thankfully, a diet of dry toast, weak tea and carefully chosen
medication restored enough of the potential deacons sufficiently
for the ordination to go ahead, to the immense relief of all
concerned.

Preachers at ordinations often remark how easily things could have

been different; what woul d -hav

and-so, or taken a different fork in the path, or gone to a car-boot
sale instead of church one morning?... the road which leads to
ordained ministry can seem circuitous, haphazard, and precarious.
But year after year, at Petertide and Michaelmas, in cathedrals and
churches everywhere, men and women kneel before the bishop,
who lays his hands on them and prays that the Holy Spirit bless

them with grace and power for

a deeply moving occasion, solemn but celebratory, and sets before
us a vision, amid our tribulations and disagreements, of the people
of God realising in the here and now the eternal peace and beauty
