Hail Mary… 
We celebrate this Sunday the Feast of what the Anglican Lectionary 
coyly calls the Blessed Virgin Mary, but what other Christians call 
the Dormition or the Assumption, depending on whether you’re 
east or west. It is one of those full blooded Marian feasts which 
Reformation-minded people find tricky. Partly this is theological – 
we disagree about what to make of the Virgin’s part in our 
redemption – but I think it is also cultural. The Mary we see most 
often in Catholic churches, blonde and shy, in white and blue, 
evokes nineteenth century France as readily as the Paris Commune 
and a presse à canard.  In eastern Orthodox churches she’s as 
Russian as borscht and babushkas.  

We don’t really have an equivalent here, not since the Reformation 
dethroned her, and attempts at her Restoration often look a little 
forced or over-cooked. Some have argued that Anglicanism offers, 
therefore, a very male sort of Christianity, lacking in the femininity 
that defines the southern and eastern European varieties.  

I’m not sure this is right. In Advent and Christmas even the most 
dogged Protestants turn out for Nativities, where Mary is very 
much centre stage; but our tradition is not without powerful 
female figures of its own. One of my favourites is Mary Sumner, the 
founder of the Mother’s Union, whom we celebrated last week. 
She offers a rather different model of the feminine from the Mary 
of the Assumption. She was born in Lancashire in 1828 and, 
clerically speaking, was well-connected, marrying the son of the 
Bishop of Winchester. Mary dedicated herself to raising children, 
their own and those of the parish where her husband was Rector; 
this was quite a job of work, and on the birth of her first grandchild 
in 1876 she decided to call a meeting of the parish’s mothers so 
that their burdens might be shared. A radical step: for she invited 
women of all social classes to support one another, and to see 
motherhood as a profession as important as those of men, if not 
more so. The Mothers' Union quickly spread throughout the United 
Kingdom and the world, and if you thought of it as coffee mornings 
and crochet, you should see the difference it has made to the lives 
of women and families in Tanzania and India and Peru and 
Madagascar and countless other places where her vision and 
energy has brought forth a remarkable harvest; and provided a 
model of the feminine which is quite distinctively Anglican. So, in a 
slightly unorthodox way, Hail aŀǊȅΣ Ŧǳƭƭ ƻŦ ƎǊŀŎŜΧ

RAPHAEL TAPESTRIES AT THE V&A

Raphael’s seven surviving cartoons held by the V&A since
