The first-fruits… 

When I was at theological college we honoured the custom of 
greeting the dawn on Ascension Day. This involved climbing the 
church tower, a vertiginous business, especially if you snagged 
your scapular on a pinnacle, getting out on the roof and ringing 
a peal on handbells as the sun came up (less disturbance for our 
neighbours than ringing the big bells). We then had to sing, 
croakily, Hail the Day that sees him rise! before climbing down 
in time for mattins.  

Due to health and safety considerations, and to aid the restful 
sleep of the Berkeley’s clientele, here at St Paul’s we nowadays 
leave the tower unscaled but dutifully follow the proper 
observances from Morning Prayer on. Indeed, some of you may 
remember the controversy sparked by Fr Dawson, late of this 
parish, who couldn’t resist extinguishing the Paschal Candle 
after the reading of the Ascension Gospel at High Mass, an act 
of supererogation which may do nicely for the exotic liturgies of 
Madeira, but seemed excessively enthusiastic here, and the 
candle is now left undisturbed until Pentecost. Ascension Day, 
until very recently, was marked in lots of places and honoured 
with well-dressings, beatings of the bounds, processions, and, in 
keeping with its soaring character, eating fowls (including, I 
discovered recently, roast crow). Alas, as the church’s calendar 
has grown obscure many of those customs have all but died 
out, leaving only a few theological students, the choristers of 
Magdalene College Oxford, and reprieved crows (collective 
noun, a murder) to sing in the dawn.  

One of the loveliest customs was the blessing of the first fruits, 
when the earliest crop of grapes was brought into the church 
for the priest to offer God’s blessing over them and the future 
harvest. Interestingly, it was preceded by an act of 
reconciliation, enabling the community to gather as one in the 
expectation of things looking up. How fitting that Ascensiontide 
this year should coincide with a new spirit of reconciliation in 
the country and a sense, however fragile and untested, that 
with a bit of luck and goodwill, we may just manage to bring in a 
new harvest.
