I vow to thee, my country… 

One of my favourite aspects of the World Cup has got nothing 
to do with football (and with the quality of play we’ve seen so 
far, that’s just as well). I love the singing of the national 
anthems before kick-off, as entertaining as they are instructive. 
Some, like ours, are rather spare and sober, others are 
extraordinarily decorative. The national anthem of Uruguay, for 
example, has nine verses and is more than five minutes long in 
its unedited form. This is typical for South America, where 
national anthems sound like middle period Verdi, with four acts 
and a ballet. Greece’s is the longest, by the way, with 158 
verses, suggesting perhaps that the longer and more 
extravagant the anthem the more precarious the state of the 
nation.  

Like the football, the singing of the national anthems before the 
England - USA game last week was a bit disappointing. Ours (the 
tune, incidentally, shared with Liechtenstein) was sung with 
great gusto by Frank Lampard, the only public schoolboy in the 
squad. Most of his team-mates, however, stared into the 
middle distance, grim-faced, tight-lipped, as if singing the 
national anthem would dissipate their volatile energies. The 
American players, while not all on song either, had a bit of 
choreography, and stood to attention, right hand on heart, left 
hand on the shoulder of a team-mate. I guess the mute among 
them had more an of an excuse, The Star Spangled Banner, with 
its soaring lines and shredding tessitura, so difficult to sing they 
normally get Whitney Houston to do the honours before big 
sporting events (I’m not sure even she can drown out a 
vuvuzela) 

But if I were Fabio Capello I’d send the England squad to singing 
lessons, not only because there’s nothing like a good old sing 
song to build esprit de corps, but because in an era of rampant 
individualism it is good to have a project we can all get behind. 
Football – even if it is, as the Vicar heretically observed, inferior 
to that other game made up by the boys of Rugby School – can 
unite a nation in a way which is neither embarrassing nor 
uncomfortable. Not always, of course, as anyone who’s 
attended an Old Firm game in Glasgow could tell you. One of 
the more persistent threats to peace in Northern Ireland, much 
in the news this week, is the way sectarianism is perpetuated 
through loyalty to Rangers or Celtic; but football is sport, not 
politics. It is twenty two blokes kicking a ball around, and, pace 
Bill Shankly, infinitely less important than life and death.
