Trust and mistrust… 
What words do you use on the doorstep of Number 10 at the start of a 
new period in government? Thirty years ago, back in 1979, Mrs 
Thatcher harnessed the language of religion. Thanks to a stroke of 
genius on the part of one of her chief speechwriters, Ronnie Millar, she 
used a prayer by Francis of Assisi: “where there is error, truth; where 
there is doubt, faith; where there is despair, hope…”  The moment is an 
iconic one and heralded the arrival of a strong, reforming one-party 
government with one clear agenda and noςrepeatς no compromising. 

Despite having become used to the experience of strong one-party 
governments over the past 30 years, this time round it is different. 
There were no pithy words to encapsulate the aspirations of a new 
regime ς but instead a more considered and much more lengthy double 
act in the Rose Garden behind Downing Street by the Prime Minister 
and Deputy PriƳŜ aƛƴƛǎǘŜǊ ǇǊƻƳƛǎƛƴƎ ŀ ΨǎŜƛǎƳƛŎ ǎƘƛŦǘΩ ƛƴ .ǊƛǘƛǎƘ ǇƻƭƛǘƛŎǎΣ 
and revealing ς after five days of strenuous negotiation ς a seven policy 
document that managed to reveal compromise agreements on policy 
ŘƛǊŜŎǘƛƻƴ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ŜƭŜǾŜƴ ŀǊŜŀǎ ƻŦ ƳŀƧƻǊ ΨŘƛŦŦŜǊŜƴŎŜΩ ōŜǘǿŜen the 
Conservative and Liberal-Democrat parties.  Out with simple certainty 
of conviction in a one-party landscape ς we now live in a world of 
brokered agreement and compromise. Spiritually speaking, this is a 
new and exciting place to be. 

In 1943 (coincidentally the last time there was a British coalition 
government), the German pastor Dietrich Bonhoeffer languished in

experience of establishing trust in the midst of difference and mistrust:  
“The air in which we live is so infected with mistrust that it is almost 
bringing us to ruin. But wherever we broke through the layer of 
mistrust, we found the experience of a trust we had previously never 
even dreamed of. We have learned to put our lives into the hands of 
those we trust. Against all the ambiguity in which our acts and lives 
have to stand we have learned to trust unreservedly. We know now that 
we can really live and work only in such confidence, which always 
remains a risk, but a risk that is gladly assumed. Trust will always 
remain for us one of the greatest, rarest and happiest gifts of human 
life in community, and it can arise only against the dark background of 
a necessary mistrustΧέ 

ΨbŜŎŜǎǎŀǊȅ ƳƛǎǘǊǳǎǘΩ ƛǎ ƴƻǘ ǎƻƳŜǘƘƛƴƎ ƭƛƪŜƭȅ to be played up by speech-
writers at the moment; the pretence of hearty and jolly agreement is 
much preferred. But when the honeymoon is over ς and should 
religious sentiments feel appropriate once again ς Bonhoeffer could be 
a worthy successor to St Francis of Assisi.
