This is not
another instalment in the wayward history of that pilgrim people
the nation Israel; it is merely to note the loss of the little wooden
figures from our Godly Play kit. If you’ve been to Godly Play you
may remember Moses leading the People of God through the bits
of blue felt representing the parted Red Sea. Saved by Yahweh from
the depredations of Pharaoh, I’'m afraid we grew complacent and
lost track of them soon thereafter. We’ve looked everywhere, high
and low, from the top of the tower to under the churchwardens’
pews, but these elusive pedestrians left no trace. | was charged
with the job of finding replacements and as luck would have it
discovered that the People of God come not from the land of
Canaan but a suburb of Norwich. It just so happened that | was in
that city last week so | called ahead and discovered that there were
plenty People of God in stock and if | cared to drop by they would
be happy to provide us with a new set.

They’'re made by a charity, Saint Michael's Cottage Crafts,
established by the local church, a charity which employs people
with learning difficulties to do practically everything — carve figures,
glue Noah’s arks, polish the Holy Family, bubble-wrap the Temple —
and run the office with support from volunteers. A very impressive
operation it is too. We were met by one of the ladies who runs the
workshops, who was delighted to hear we were from St Paul’s
Knightsbridge. Thanks to the generosity of parishioners, we’re
responsible for their biggest single order — the whole Godly Play
batterie de ménage, from Abraham to Zechariah, from Creation to
the Apocalypse — an order which kept them busy for a fortnight.
While our new set of the People of God was boxed up we were
given a tour and met some of the people whose lives have been
enormously enhanced by working there, not simply through
earning a modest wage, but through being involved in the world of
work, with colleagues and hours and tea breaks, things most of us
in employment take for granted.

It was gratifying to see the money donated to support Godly Play at
St Paul’s Knightsbridge going to Saint Michael's Cottage Crafts, a
charity which improves inestimably the lives of those who work
there. Posh Belgravia and the suburbs of Norwich might seem
rather distant from each other (unless you’re in a Range Rover en
route to Burnham Market); good that the People of God close the
gap a bit.
