ΨSwords into ploughshares?Ω  
The annual Duveens Commission at Tate Britain, one of the 
most eagerly awaited contemporary sculpture exhibitions of the 
year, seldom fails to provoke controversy 
and debate. Remember Mark Wallinger’s 
‘State Britain’ in 2006 – a reconstruction 
of the then (and probably soon to be 
again) banned peace protest in Parliament 
Square, or Martin Creed’s ‘Work No 850’ 
in 2008 which had people sprinting 
through the room every 30 seconds? This 
year’s installation, which opened last 
Monday, is no exception. In the Tate’s 
elegant sculpture hall, Fiona Banner has 
placed two military fighter aircraft: a 
Hawk Harrier at one end (hanging by the 
tail) and a Jaguar – brightly polished – lying as if discarded at 
the other. They are the ‘real thing’ – not models – 
decommissioned military aircraft built for defence and attack, 
and this is a bold piece of work. They are striking, and they stir 
up complex thoughts and feelings: there’s the strange jarring of 
neo-classical setting and modern line and the striking contrast 
of materials; but there’s also the tension between their 
‘aesthetic’ quality and their original purpose.  In the sculpture 
hall’s stillness there’s the absence of sound and motion – a  
stifling of freedom and constraining of intended speed – they 

are like mighty beasts  frozen in a 
moment of time. Are they, respectively, 
‘hung’ and ‘discarded’ – or have they 
been caught and frozen mid-
manoeuvre?   But most powerful of all is 
their beauty. They are arrestingly 
beautiful, especially the Jaguar – though 
supposed to have been built (so the 
accompanying literature tells us) only 
with function and performance in mind - 
not aesthetics - to be efficient and 

effective high-speed killing machines. Their beauty is 
troubling…or at least our appreciation of it,  but it is what 
lingers as you step out of the exhibition and make for the café 
in the basement.  

Swords into ploughshares? Killing-machines which, tamed and 
redeemed, provoke constructive reflection on the links between 
violence, warfare, beauty, communication and creativity. Go 
and visit…and ponder. Tate Britain 10:00-18:00 dailyðentry free (till 31 Jan)
