Election Day, and | was up early to walk Daisy and to call in on the lady
in charge of the Polling Station in the Parish Hall with instructions on
where to find the tea bags. | stopped to talk to some builders putting in
an an underground swimming pool and a helipad, or something like
that, in one of the more opulent houses in Wilton Place, and stopped
again to congratulate, in a passive-aggressive sort of way, the man from
the hardware shop on Spurs’ defeat of Man City. Then | left Daisy in the
care of a chap outside the Polling Station wearing a blue rosette, and
exercised, for the seventh time in my life, my democratic right to elect
a candidate for Parliament. X marked the spot.

| had lunch later with an American friend of mine Kevin, who lives in LA
and happens to be in town for the General Election — by coincidence |
was staying with him in LA when Obama was elected, so we’ve been
comparing notes. | was impressed, back then, by the slickness of the US
election, the news coverage, rolling across time zones from sea to
shining sea, the phalanxes of secret service personnel surrounding the
candidates, and the Hollywood ending of the new First Family stepping
out onto the stage while Oprah blubbed. Kevin, in contrast, liked the
quaintness of our system, Church Halls, forgetting you’re wearing a
microphone, and — best of all — the Polling Station itself, plywood
booths and old pencils on bits of string. In the States they have a
machine and you pull a lever which registers your vote in a supposedly
foolproof way by making a hole in a card. But do you remember the
debacle of the Gore-Bush election, when half-punched holes left
‘hanging chads’ which didn’t count as valid votes, and as a result we all
ended up in Irag? By an arresting coincidence, the patron saint of
disputed elections is St Chad. | wonder if Messrs Brown, Cameron and
Clegg will be seeking his powerful intercession in the coming days?

In spite of the scandalous collapse of the system in those places where
people queued to vote and weren’t able, on the whole | prefer the
rather ramshackle character of our political system. In the digital age,
when you can buy a house on line, it may seem absurd that we have to
traipse down to the Parish Hall to mark a ballot paper and stick it in a
box in order to register our vote. Nevertheless, the outcome of this
election suggests that it is in the nature of human affairs to be a bit
ramshackle. Politicians love the idea of an aerodynamic sprint to a clear
result, but in reality life is about compromise and accommodation and
living with loose ends; so maybe an improvised government, held
together with string, is not only a challenge but an opportunity? Out of
the crooked timber of humanity, said Kant, no straight thing was ever
made....
